2. It is a requirement that all presenters register as conference delegates either for the whole event or for the day of their session.

3. Proposals will be included in the Conference Handbook, which is sent to all

participants before the event. Therefore, please include with your abstract the aims of your session, the learning outcomes, the timings and what method of evaluation you will use, plus any references.

Whilst SEDA does not normally produce conference proceedings due to the emphasis on interaction and participation rather than formal presentation of papers, there are opportunities to publish outcomes of conference sessions through the Routledge SEDA Series, Innovations in Education and Teaching International, Educational Developments and SEDA Papers.
